Praying Twice 
According to legend, the early Christian theologian St. 
Augustine of Hippo said, “He who sings prays twice.” (The 
Latin wording is actually “He who sings well prays twice,” but 
more on that in a moment.) Singing, a common element of 
worship, is a handy way to help children pray.  
 
My 6-year-old, who loves to sing, was surprised and delighted 
when I told him a praise song he’d just learned could also be 
his bedtime prayer. He sings off-key, forgets some words and 
doesn’t want help from Mom; he just sings his little heart out.  
 
But what of older churchgoers who stay silent during hymns, 
fearful that they don’t sing well enough? Forget the Latin 
translation! Long before Augustine, a psalmist wrote, “Make a 
joyful noise unto the LORD, all ye lands!” (Psalm 100:1, KJV;
